COMPETENCY BASED TRAINING WORKPLACE ASSESSMENTS - NOTES FOR TRAINEES

You are required to have a series of workplace-based assessments signed off, as outlined in the Royal College of Anaesthetists CCT Manuals:

CCT in Anaesthetics III: Competency Based Intermediate Level (Years 3 and 4) Training and Assessment
April 2009 

THE CCT IN ANAESTHETICS IV: Competency Based Higher and Advanced Level

(Specialty Training (ST) Years 5, 6 & 7)

The file of West of Scotland Workplace Competency Forms consists of a collection of 18 Workplace Assessment sheets, one for each Unit of Training as defined in the CCT manual for Intermediate Level units of Training. The same forms can also be used for Higher and Advanced units of training – indicating the level of training as appropriate.

The training targets for each Unit are described in the CCT manuals.

You will need to be signed off for all 6 Key Units and the General Units of Training before an Intermediate Level Training Certificate can be issued, and relevant Additional Units – it is recognised that not all additional units are available in all centres. 

Completing the Competency Based Training Workplace Assessment forms 

Complete name and training no. and appointment details e.g. ST3 Aug 2008

Indicate the level of training to which the assessment applies: Intermediate, Higher or Advanced 
Upper Box of the Workplace Based Assessment Sheet

Any consultant/trainer can sign off the elements in the upper part of the sheet, which you should countersign. Depending on the Unit of Training, evidence can be given from elective theatre work, emergency theatre work, and/or other relevant areas e.g. ITU, HDU, labour ward, and clinics. 

It is anticipated that you can ask any consultant/trainer to observe and complete relevant boxes in the top section when you feel that you have achieved competence in the given Unit of Training and are being directly observed – if you are on a specific block such as neuroanaesthesia. You should ask to do this about 2/3 of the way through the block – just in case there are problems.

Lower Box of the Workplace Based Assessment Sheet

At the end of the relevant training block you should present your logbook details for the Unit of Training to the Tutor / Educational Supervisor / Specialty Block Supervisor as relevant to fill in the lower section. They will sign off the completed Unit on the lower section of the form, if happy with all the elements of it. They will require evidence of a reasonable amount of clinical experience, which could be given by your logbook.
